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Criminal Justice - Law Enforcement, BA/BS

Program Description

Utah Tech's Criminal Justice major is an interdisciplinary program that combines the study of criminal law, law enforcement, and criminology, providing
a firm foundation for a myriad of careers. This course of study exposes students to the interconnected nature of the criminal justice system and
explores criminological explanations for crime commission. Graduates from this program are prepared to enter applied positions in the criminal justice
system or pursue graduate degrees in law, criminology, sociology, forensics psychology, etc. The law enforcement emphasis is comprised of 45 total
credits. The core requires students to take courses in criminal justice, philosophy, technical writing, communications, and social/behavioral science. In
addition to the established core curriculum, students will take courses in the following areas: social and behavioral sciences; ethical communication;
and policy and practice. This emphasis prepares students to enter the field of law enforcement with skills that supplement the training cadets receive
in the law enforcement academy.

- Complete ESL 2750 or ESL 2760 (grade B or higher).
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- Submit one of the following test scores required for unconditional Utah Tech admission: TOEFL (61 iBT, 173 CBT, or 500 PBT); or
Michigan (70); or USU-IELE equivalent score. Other tests may be accepted for admission to Utah Tech but will not fulfill this requirement.

Official scores must be submitted to the Registrar’s Office.
