The AA/AS in English is stacked within the BA/BS in English and is designed for students who are preparing for upper-division coursework and/or for
students who want to improve their skills with reading, writing, and critical thinking. The AA/AS in English leads seamlessly into the BA/BS in English
for students who want to earn a bachelor's degree at Utah Tech or other institutions, and it serves as an ideal foundation for students who want to
pursue a bachelor's degree in other fields. The entire degree can be completed with lower-division courses (1000 and 2000 levels), but students are
free to choose from a wide selection of upper-division English courses as well.
